Emerald Lakes Village Update 

Ice Safety  
Please use extreme caution when out on lake ice. Be reminded: 

¶ Beware of the first ice of the season, as well as ice formed  
after a thaw. It is not uniform in thickness. 

¶ Stay far away from the lake drains where moving water 
may weaken the ice. 

¶ Snow acts as an insulator, ice beneath it may be weak. 

¶ After ice forms solidly, a 4ò thickness is safe for general use. 

IF YOU FALL THROUGH THE ICE: 

 
 
Spread your weight and roll out sideways.  

 
 
 

Use a long support to pull yourself out. 

IF YOU SEE SOMEONE FALL THROUGH THE ICE: 
¶ Call 911 immediately. 

¶ Throw the person a life ring 
or a long support (e.g. 
hockey stick, tree limb, 
broom) to pull them out. Or 
toss them 2 screwdrivers 
that they can jab into the ice 
to help pull themselves out. 

¶ Lay down, spread your 
weight on the ice and reach out to the person in the water. 



Residents Remember  
In continuing our celebration of Emerald Lakes Village being 50 
years old here are some stories from original residents: 

Betty Gross writes: Forest 
Williams and Bill Beeler 
from Sandshores noticed 
the lot next to the access lot 
was one of the few lots 
available on Walker Lake. 
They met with some of the 
men on Walker Drive and 
talked about buying the 
lot. Everyone liked the idea 
and thought it would allow 
for a driveway which would 
provide the off-lake 
residents a place to launch 
their boats and the residents 
could ride their bikes and we would provide a bike rack. They met with Joel 
Garrett, the developer of ELV, and he agreed and thought it was an excellent 
idea. Joel said if they collected $100 from the off-lake residents he would 
add $100 to each of the off-lake lots until the lot was paid off. 

Mr. Barney, who lived on Sandshores and owned a cement company agreed 
to install the sidewalk and driveway. 

It wasnôt easy collecting the money but it certainly was worth it and the 
beach is still being enjoyed 50 years later. 

Grace Zoellner writes about the memories she and Jim and their sons 
Jeffrey and Douglas have of ELV: Forty to fifty years ago, five houses in a 
row with spotlights on the roofs made nightly hockey games on Pebble Lake 
possible and fun for homeowners and friends. Diligent upkeep of the rink 
was handled by the homeowners and players who braved the weather for 
love of the game. 

A summer picnic roast (whole pig on a spit) was a must on Goodrichôs  
beach with the pig and delicious side dishes prepared by all. Another   
regular summer event was a Tri-Maran sailing regatta. These small sailboats, 
originally very popular in the sub, were said to be unable to tip. However,  
we found out that was not the case if there was enough wind and an 
aggressive captain. Pebble Lake also continues to have the most wonderful 
and fun Dock and Deck Party every August. 

Backyard swimming lessons were common practice for the little ones but 
extremely short attention spans and a great deal of noise made the task 
difficult at best. The venue was ultimately changed to Walker Beach with 
several swim instructors which produced a much more favorable result. 

The yearly finale event was the semi-formal Christmas Dinner Dance we all 
looked forward to. This entailed many meetings to plan and decorate for the 
event. The evening included spirits of all kinds, a fabulous dinner, maybe 
some singing as the evening went on (just ask Jim Kennedy and Jim 
Zoellner about their yearly rendition of Sha-Boom) and dancing well into the 
early morning hours. The event was topped off with a fabulous dessert bar. 

We moved to 
Emerald Lakes 
Village in 1969 
and not only 
have savored 
memories like 
the above but 
also have  
made many 
wonderful 
friends. This is 
a fantastic 
neighborhood!
