Special Projects Busy, Busy, Busy 
Special Projects Chairman Matt Dombrowski has a lot on his plate already,  but will 
still be out this year looking for ways to improve our common areas. His plans for 
2019 follow. Thank you, Matt, for all your hard work! 

Association Beaches 
We hope to finish the renovations at Walker Beach before the last day of school, 
Thursday, June 13. The landscape brick wall is almost complete. A portion is still 
open so Northern Expressions can reclaim sand and do other work. A second barrier 
will be installed toward the shoreline to help keep sand from washing into the lake. 
The estimated cost to complete the remaining work is $9,885.00. Repairs need to be 
made to the sprinkler lines in the grassy area of the beach lot.  

The landscape brick wall at Emerald Beach on Lyster Lane is leaning. Matt is getting 
a quote from Northern Expressions to rebuild or fix this wall, using the existing 
bricks, before it falls over. This project will hopefully be completed this summer. 

Matt is applying to the MDEQ for a permit to reclaim sand using construction 
equipment at Walker Beach, and will include a request for Emerald Beach, and 
Sandshores Beach on Little Creek as well. You can reclaim sand from your own 
shoreline by hand digging without an MDEQ permit. 

“Do Not Dump” Curb Signs 
Atlas Painting has provided a quote of $840 ($10 ea.) to paint curb signs throughout 
the village to inform people not to dump things down the street drains as they empty 
into our lakes. Two other contractors are interested in bidding the work, but have not 
provided quotes at press time. 

Water Meter Covers 
Called “dog houses” because that’s what they look like, these structures hide the 
water meters on our beach lots and at the Walker entrance. They are due to be 
replaced and Matt has a carpenter interested in bidding this work.

Snowplow Damage? 
So far we have been very lucky with not 
having many snow plowing days, but if you 
have damage to your lawn or mailbox from 
snow removal operations by the Troy DPW  
the City of Troy will: 

¶ Provide turf restoration when weather 
permits 

¶ Attempt to repair the turf area with existing 
turf if it is rolled or flipped by a plow 

¶ Provide topsoil and seed if the damaged   
turf area is less than 9 inches wide 

¶ Provide sod if the damaged turf area is 
greater than 9 inches wide 

¶ Replace a damaged mailbox when ground 
conditions permit 

¶ Place a temporary mailbox if ground 
conditions do not permit a permanent repair
