Lakes Report  
Lake Treatments  
Blue water dye will be applied to all lakes except Walker in June and July. 
The MDEQ will not permit blue dye in Walker Lake. Residents should be 
cautious when in the water as there is decreased water clarity and reduced 
visibility with the use of the dye.  

As of June 5 the treatment schedule through June and July is as follows: 

June 11: Emerald and Walker lakes 

June 25: All lakes 

July 9: Sandshores, Andale, Pebble 

July 16:  Crystal, Emerald, Walker 

July 23: Sandshores, Andale, Pebble 

This schedule is subject to changes due to adverse weather, unsuitable 
treatment conditions, or scheduling conflicts. Any changes to the treatment 
schedule will be updated on the ELV Residents Facebook page. Look for 
Public Posts from Tom Kuhn. The complete treatment schedule is also posted 
on our website, www.elvsite.com, as is the link to our Facebook page. 
Treatment notices will also be posted around the lakes and on the beach lots.  

Keep it Clean 
Concrete companies are not to be washing out into storm drains unless they 
place silt bags into them first to catch sediment and debris.  The City prefers 
they wash out into a trailer or on the ground (dirt, not nice grass) and allow 
the concrete waste to cure and dispose of it after it is hard. Obviously, all 
residents of ELV want companies to do this as well as everything that goes 
into our storm drains goes into our lake waters. If you are having concrete 
work done, please inform your contractor. 

Also, please remove tree debris and other organic material from the street. 
And do it for your neighbors, too, if they need help ð itôs good exercise.
